hat can an auditor do?

Inthe first place, to answer the ques-
: tion fully, we'd have to look over what
can be done tor Man. Ana tne answer to
that of course is plenty. We have to look at
what's wrong with him and where the case can be
entered, the case called Man. And an auditor can

practically do anything in any area of that field.

Almost anything you can think of in terms of Man's
associations and activities could be bettered by an
auditor. We look at it that broadly and we recognize
that here and there somebody has been a bit short-
sighted. They say, "Well, we can process somebody
and make him well." How about processing an or-
ganization and making it function? How about the
introduction of order into any confusion? You pretty
well have the skills of an auditor categorized there:
introduction of order into confusions.

Confusions can exist over the entirety of the Eight
Dynamics. Now if these confusions can exist over
this broad a sphere, we see we've taken in an interest-
ing area. The area is notwithout variety. And when we
say Eight Dynamics, introduction of order into confu-
sion of, we get an idea of the total scope of an auditor.

Now when we start narrowing this down to prac-
ticalities, we find some fascinating areas. And auditors
have a good reality on these lesser areas; But on the
large area, they'd say "Oh well, no. That looks alright
as a mathematical formula, but it certainly doesn't
make any sense where my activies are concerned."
Too big. So we have to find the reality of the sit-
uation.

And what do auditors in reality believe they can
do? Well, anybody that calls himself an auditor has

some-.confidence sorat least hope,-of<helping-some--

individual to gain better health, better outlook, better
ability, and greater freedom. That is about the lowest
entrance you have for an auditor.

Now that's certainly on an individual basis and
you address the First Dynamic in somebody else.
That is always of course the safe way to handle it,
because thetans evidently aren't all a big glob which
somehow or other broke off from one another, they
are individuals.

If you handled all the individuals you would have
the thing whipped, and you would get the usual pro-
gram. Actually you get in essence what | believe to be
a sound program too. You pick up any individual in
view and put him in good shape and you will find that
the area and zone around this individual tends to
calm down and become more orderly and more con-
fusion seems to blow offthings. This person is a mem-
ber of a group and you give him some processing
and the group is a little less enturbulated. And then oy
example you can get another member of the group
and disenturbulate him a bit and you can go on
through a group and you could damp all the confu-
sion out.

When you take a nation, however, of 40 million or
80 million or 1 70 million or something like this, 200
million, that's an awful lot of single individuals and
obviously this many single individuals would be be-
yond the capabilities of us... or would it be?

They used to say8 million angels could stand on
the head of a pin. Pasteur came along later and said
800 trillion germs could stand on the head ofa pin. So
all of these germs being so numerous you obviously
can't do anything to them because you couldn't track
them all.

It's the numerousness ratherthan the invisibility. A
thetan, who is essentially a thing of no mass, no
dimension (no real, finite location and so forth), is
totally capable of confronting another thetan. He
gets lazy and sloppy and thinks he has to have mass
in the line some place to confront. This is notthe most
horrible thing a Thetan thinks he can do. The most
horrible thing he thinks he can do is to confront a number of
things, all of which have different determinisms. He
knows he can track one, and if you solve one without
getting chopped to pieces yourself, you can solve
these three..."Yeah, but," you say, "on a national
scene?"

Do you know that if you doubled your money every
day, you saved a penny the firstday, and you doubled
your money each day thereafter, do you know how
much money you would have saved in 30 days? Work
it out sometime, because would be quite a revelation
to you.

And thte tells us then that if we had a geometric -

progression working out there the whole works would
be finished uo in 30 days. You get the idea.

Obviously we can do something for one individu-
al. But equally obviously going at one individual plus
one individual we couldn't possibly do anything on a
national scale, could we?

We discover this "big-failure" sort of look of "Let's
do the whole nation." You, one person, that's all, and
you're going to do the whole country, you, all by your-
self.

Let's look at a shorter view, at thls family. Let's
look at the smallest variety of family, just husband
and wife. If we thoroughly address either the hus-
band or the wife, maglc the other person disentur-

-bt*4ades: —

If we're Iooklng at a whole world we can look up
the line to five, six dynamics there. We can see thatwe
could have some influence upon some part of each
one of those dynamics to some slight degree regard-
less of quantity.

You can't find really a single sector anyplace in
jnydirection that an auditor would look for the appli-
cation of his skill where he cannot
find the first leg up. So basically an
auditor's skill is limited first and fore-
most by his own reality on what is.

He can handle anything as an
auditor that he feels to any degree he
can be at cause over. To any degree.
He can do anything for anything that
he can think of doing something for.
And with the individual auditor this is
the limitation of his skill. If he knows
something is hecandosomethingfor
it because he can at least compare its
factors and move slightly in that di-
rection.

A fellow can stand right in the mid-
dle of the street and have a firetruck
about to run over him and if he says
that firetruck is totally unreal to him
and he can't do anything about it he
won'teven move out of the road. Where
an individual is not addressing the
possibility of doingness on some part
of some dynamic somewhere, he's
being run over by every dynamic there
is everywhere. Isn't that an interest-
ing view.

A preclear gets so that he can brace himself up
against some part ofthe physical universe. He knows
what he knows out of his own cognitions, he's able to
face up to things and think about things. But you're
not asking a preclear to handle anything. You're just
asking him not to be handled. You're granting him
freedom.

When you making an auditor, when you're training
an auditor, when you're handling auditors, you're
doing something entirely different. You are asking
somebody the first moment that they make the faint-
est direction toward helping, altering, changing or
improving anything to walk a road which ends with run-
ning the engrams out of God. You're asking him now
to do something all the way up the line to doing every-
thing everywhere. At least getting the possibility of
doing everything.

Therefore you have skill being available, a person
being willing to exert skill as an auditor to the degree
that they can conceive of the existence of things over
which there is some slightest possibility of someday
in some part being cause.

Now what does that take in? That would be a long
list. In fact that would be a list as long as the whole
world is wide, written in tiny script.

Every once in a while as an auditor you feel apa-
thetic, and feel you're not getting on with it. Well, don't
think it's so unnatural because you're walking up a
ladder that goes up eight dynamics all the way. And
as your perimeter broadens, and as your idea of
realities broadens, each level somewhere you're
going to hit the degredation of the moment when you
decided you couldn't do anything about it in the
past.

So just don't worry about it. For heaven's sakes
understand it. And realize that the skill of an auditor
also contains the skill of handling his own reactions.
And when he even knows what his own reactions will
be in trying to tackle something that can'tposs/oly be
handled, why he can handle that too.

So | guess the gate's wide open and the world
is yours.

Being an auditor
and knowing the tech allows youtosay,
to yourself at least: this kid has got to
learn who he is. There's no point in ad-
dressing the problem that valence has.
That will not get this kid out. You've got
to go underneath that and find the
thetan, talk to the tehtan artd get the
thetan to understand that it's a thetan
scene we have here and not a valence
scene.

"This happens all the time with stu-
dents. If you aren't able to spot the fact
that they're throwing their education
away on a valence, that's what they'll
do, for in many cases they're not far
enough up the Bridge to have spotted
that for themselves. That's an in-life
vital ability the fluency of which | cer-
tainly gotfrom the Briefing Course. The
ability to see it and deal with it—thafs
an auditor's ability, that's a trained-in
ability."
